FROM
THE TCG GAMES

Jamaica, Pioneering Host

In 1962, the Central American and
Caribbean Games came to an Eng-
lish-speaking nation for the first time.
Kingston, the capital of the newly inde-
pendent Jamaica, became the host of

the ninth edition, marking a milestone in /
the history of the event by expanding its
linguistic and cultural reach in the region.

A Young Country, Historic Games
The 9th Games were a double celebra-
tion for Jamaica: in addition to hosting
its first regional multi-sport event, the
country had just gained independence

- from the United Kingdom. The event

served to project its newly formed
national identity to the world, amid an
atmosphere of pride and renewal.

Caribbean Sprinters Raise Their Sights
Kingston 1962 witnessed the awakening
of an athletic powerhouse. Jamaica and
other Caribbean nations began to excel
in the sprint events. Although domi-
nance was still under construction, the
foundations for the Caribbean’s future
Olympic splendor were already evident
on the track.

Cuba, Between Medals and Politics
During the post-revolutionary fervor,
Cuba came to Kingston with a strong
and competitive delegation. Their
participation, however, took place amid
regional political tensions that reflected
the Cold War atmosphere. It was a spe-
cial edition, where sport attempted to
build bridges in times of confrontation.

Women Paving the Way

The 1962 edition marked a break-
through in female participation. Female
athletes began to gain prominence in
disciplines such as track and field and
swimming.
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
