Competition Format

The women’s and men’s field hockey competitions will consist of preliminary rounds,
qualifying rounds (cross-finals and semi-finals), and final rounds. The Pan American
Hockey Federation (PAHF) will divide the teams into two groups (“A” and “B”) of four
teams each.
